Vintage: Compared to recent years, 

Coonawarra's 2017 vintage was later 

than usual, with a cool growing 

season. Overall harvest temperatures 

were slightly warmer than average, 

producing top quality Cabernet 

Sauvignon fruit expressing excellent 

varietal and regional characteristics. 

 
Oak Maturation: Select parcels of 

this wine were matured for an 

average of 15 months in a 

combination of older French and 

American oak barrique and hogshead 

barrels. 

 
Cellaring Potential: Enjoy now or 

will cellar well up to ten years. 

Colour: Deep red with 

purple hues. 
 

Nose: Attractive and complex 

layers of blackcurrant, dark forest 

berries, ripe plum and hints of 

mint, chocolate and vanillin. 
 

Palate: A well-structured, 

medium bodied wine, 

expressing rich dark berry 

fruits, sweet spice and subtle 

oak maturation characters. 
 

Food Matching: Roast rack of 

lamb rack with herb crust, 

shepherd’s pie or gnocchi with 

blue cheese sauce.
